Abolition, Education and Suffrage

The Impact of 19th Century Women Activists:

Perspectives From Primary Sources
Participating teachers will:

· Examine primary source materials from The Harriet Beecher Stowe Center’s collections and from extensive on-line archives including memoirs, letters, journals, books, poems, lectures and tracts by and about 19th century American women activists on the subject of slavery, domesticity, education, westward expansion, religion, suffrage, social equality and woman’s role in society. 

· Study the period of time from 1830 through 1865 when rapid social, political and economic change created a fundamental transformation of women’s attitudes towards their status and role in American society.
· Develop ways in which to incorporate these primary source materials into their own lesson plans in U.S. History, English, American Studies, and Interdisciplinary classes.

Participating teachers will receive a stipend of $100 per day and a comprehensive collection of resource materials. The Institute will consist of daily lectures by scholars specializing in the history of the time period and daily activities geared towards presenting innovative approaches to using the materials in the classroom. Enrollment is limited to 20.
